They can provide great insight, but 
ultimately, our gifts, talents, and passions are affirmed 
through ministry. 

n Prayerfully consider your answers.  God wants to reveal your 
gifts to you.

n Lay aside all expectations as you complete the assessment.  
Don’t give the answer you think someone else wants to hear.  
Give the answer that God lays on your heart. 

n Your age, ministry experience, life experience, church 
background, etc., are all factors that will influence your 
answers.  That’s okay!  ☺ 

n Remember, there are no right and wrong answers.  Just be 
honest without over-analyzing.  What’s your “gut” response?
